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Should the current impact fees sunset on November 15, 2012 the 2005 impact fee rates 
will become effective.  Should it be the consensus of the School Board and the Board of 
County Commissioners that the current impact fee rates for educational facilities not 
sunset, it will be necessary that a consensus is reached in order for staff to prepare an 
ordinance for consideration by the Board.   
 
Likewise, should it be the consensus of the Board of County Commissioners that the 
current impact fee rates for the remaining impact fees not sunset, it will be necessary 
that the Board reach a consensus in order for staff to prepare an ordinance for 
consideration by the Board. 
 
In order for the staff to have adequate time to prepare and advertise a final ordinance 
for consideration by the Board it may be necessary to extend the sunset date for the 
current moratorium by 90 days, to February 13, 2012.  This action can be scheduled for 
Board consideration on November 13, 2012.

It is recommended that the Board discuss options for the educational impact fee with 
the School Board at the joint workshop relative to the current impact fee sunset date, 
and come to a consensus with regards to the educational impact fee rate as outlined 
below. 

 
In addition, it is recommended that the Board come to a consensus regarding the status 
of the remaining impact fee rates relative to the current impact fee sunset date as 
outlined below. 
 
Finally, it is recommended that the Board consider extending the current impact fee rate 
of zero (0) by 90 days (February 13, 2013) to allow for the preparation and advertising 
of an ordinance consistent with the consensus with regards to the educational impact 
fee rate and the remaining impact fee rates.

DIVISION 1. - FIRE PROTECTION AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES CAPITAL FACILITIES IMPACT FEE 

 capital improvement expenditures for fire protection and emergency medical 

services 
 Fire protection and emergency medical services capital facilities are buildings, building 

sites, motor vehicles, communications capital equipment and other capital equipment 
related to fire protection and emergency medical facilities. 

 In the event that bonds or similar debt instruments are issued for advanced provision 

of capital facilities for which fire protection and emergency medical services capital 

facilities impact fees may be expended, impact fees may be used to pay debt 

service on such bonds or similar debt instruments 

 

DIVISION 2. - EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES IMPACT FEE 

 

 funds collected and transmitted to the school board of the county shall be spent 

solely for capital costs of educational facilities.  
 Capital costs of educational facilities are expenditures for the acquisition of fixed assets 

or additions to fixed assets and expenditures for site acquisition, construction design, 
site development, necessary off-site improvements, and equipment. 

 In the event that bonds or similar debt instruments are issued for advanced provision of 
capital facilities for which public capital facilities impact fees may be expended, impact 
fees may be used to pay debt service on such bonds or similar debt instruments 

 

DIVISION 3. - PUBLIC CAPITAL FACILITIES IMPACT FEE 

 proposed capital improvement expenditures for libraries, public buildings, and law 

enforcement and police protection, assigning funds, including any accrued interest, 

from the public capital facilities impact fee trust funds to capital facilities projects and 

related expenses 

 Public capital facilities are public library buildings and library materials, including 

books and other media; police and law enforcement buildings, motor vehicles, jails, 

communication capital equipment, and any other capital equipment related to police 

and law enforcement; other public buildings and capital equipment for judicial 

facilities, county administration and operations, offices for constitutional officers and 

their staffs; acquisition of sites for public buildings; and building design and facility 

need studies.

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DIVISION 4. - PARKS IMPACT FEE 

 Funds shall be used exclusively for acquisitions, expansions, or capital 

improvements within the parks impact fee district as identified in Appendix I hereof 

from which the funds were collected or for projects in other parks impact fee districts 

which are of benefit to the parks impact district from which the funds were collected. 

 Capital improvement includes parks planning, land acquisition, site improvements, 

buildings, and equipment, but excludes maintenance and operation.  

 In the event that bonds or similar debt instruments are issued for advanced provision 

of capital facilities for which parks impact fees may be expended, impact fees may 

be used to pay debt service on such bonds or similar debt instruments 

DIVISION 5. - ROADS IMPACT FEE 

 Funds collected from roads impact fees shall be used for the purpose of capital 

improvements to transportation facilities associated with the minor arterial, major 

collector and minor collector road network in the county as shown in the county 

comprehensive plan.  

 No funds shall be used for periodic or routine maintenance 

 funds shall be used exclusively for capital improvements within the roads impact fee 

district from which funds were collected, or for projects in other roads impact fee 

districts which are of direct benefit to the roads impact fee district from which the 

funds were collected. 

 Expansion of the capacity of a road means all road and intersection capacity 

enhancements and includes, but is not limited to, extensions, widening, intersection 

improvements, upgrading signalization and improving pavement conditions. 

 Capital improvements means transportation planning, preliminary engineering, 

engineering design studies, land surveys, rights-of-way acquisition, engineering, 

permitting, and construction of all the necessary features for any road construction 

project, including, but not limited to:  

(1)Construction of new through lanes; 

(2)Construction of new turn lanes; 

(3)Construction of new bridges; 

(4)Construction of new drainage facilities in conjunction with new roadway 

construction; 

(5)Purchase and installation of traffic signalization (including both new and upgraded 

signalization); 

(6)Construction of curbs, medians, sidewalks, bicycle paths and shoulders in 

conjunction with new roadway construction; and 

(7)Relocating utilities to accommodate new roadway construction
